FIRST AMENDED
COMPLAINT TO DENY DISCHARGE

Plaintiff Ronald E. Ingalls, the Chapter 7 Trustee in this case, files this
complaint to deny the discharge of Debtor Gary L. Bradley, Defendant,
(“Debtor”), as follows:

1. This Court has jurisdiction over this adversary proceeding pursuant to
28 U.S.C. §1334 and 28 U.S.C. §157(b)(2)(J). This is a core proceeding.

2. This is a voluntary Chapter 7 case filed on July 19, 2002. Plaintiff is the
duly appointed and acting Chapter 7 Trustee in this bankruptcy case.

3. Plaintiff alleges that Debtor was insolvent at all times relevant to this
complaint.

4. Plaintiff objects to the discharge of Defendant and shows that
Defendant's discharge should be denied, for the reasons set forth below in this
complaint.

Causes of action under §727(a)(2)

5. Debtor Gary L. Bradley, with intent to hinder, delay or defraud a creditor
or an officer of the estate charged with custody of property under this Title 11
case transferred, removed or concealed, or permitted to be transferred, removed
or concealed, property of Debtor, within one year before the date of the filing of
the petition, or property of the estate, after the filing of the petition, as follows:

(a) Debtor concealed cash on deposit in his bank account at the time his
filed his bankruptcy petition by understating the amount on deposit in his
schedules. Debtor in fact had substantially more on deposit in his bank account
on the date that this case was filed than was disclosed in his schedules.
